(including commercial and industrial negotiations). The greater public interest is in 
ensuring that government agencies can continue to negotiate without prejudice. 

Some titles of Aide Memoire are withheld under section 9(2)(g}(i) of the Act to protect 
the effective conduct of public affairs through the free and frank expression of 
opinions. I believe the greater public interest is in the ability of individuals to express 
opinions in the course of their duty.
