| can advise that more time is required to consolidate the list of reports, briefings, and other
similar items prepared by the National Cyber Policy Office, and the National Assessment
Bureau, which will be provided to you in the next month.

In considering the scope of your request, | have taken cover briefings regarding draft
responses to requests made to Ministers under the Act, and other items relating to Ministerial
correspondence, to be out of the scope of your request. On occasion, items are jointly
prepared by DPMC and at least one other agency. This list includes items where DPMC led
on preparing the advice; it does not include items where DPMC contributed less significantly
on other agencies’ material. Although efforts have been made to capture all documents in
scope of your request, due to the volume, it is possible an occasional item may have been
overlooked.
