THE UNTITLED PBK AND JP PROJECT
COl: A Carruthers has a personal relationship with key subject of the documentary
Jacinda Ardern.

Noted: S Kailahi has a recent working relationship (Uproar) with Lead Producer, Emma
Slade.

A Carruthers left the meeting for this discussion.

The Board discussed the risk factors associated with the project. The risk of an
injunction from the documentary’s subject Jacinda Ardern was deemed low.
Filmmakers have also advised J Ardern’s endorsement is not required, and they will not
be seeking her assistance with publicity (i.e. Q&As).

The Board discussed the political risk. Mitigating factors are that J Ardern remains
uninvolved and the focus of the documentary is on social media vitriol and extreme
environment.

A

positive decision on the application will be published in the newsletter and a No
Surprises notification will be sent to the Minister.

C Payne noted involvement in the project of Impact Producer Anna Dean, who has
previously worked with the Green Party and Mayor of Wellington Justin Lester (Labour).

After discussion, the Board RESOLVED to APPROVE:

A: The NZFC making a conditional offer of equity investment of up to $800,000 to The
Untitled PBK And JP Project (the Film) in addition to previously committed NZFC
development funding of $5,000, subject to the NZFC’s Terms of Trade, the New Zealand
Film Commission Act 1978, Production Funding Guidelines, Te Rautaki Maori, and the
following exceptional conditions:

B: Delegating authority to the Head of Development and Production, at their discretion, to
waive any requirement(s) set out in the NZFC’s Terms of Trade and Production Funding
Guidelines, provided they are satisfied that there are exceptional and/or acceptable

circumstances which warrant diverging from the requirement(s), in each instance.
